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Some recent research on iron production techniques on various Irish archaeological sites will be presented and analytical techniques for examining iron residues or slag will be discussed. Case studies in the analysis of metallurgical residues and crucibles will also be briefly outlined. The possibilities for the use of scientific analytical techniques in exploring aspects of early Irish technology will be briefly outlined.
