
Since the last issue of our newsletter
the N25 Waterford Bypass PPP Scheme
has seen great progress on both the
North and South side of the River Suir.
We have continued the laying of
blacktop over a majority of the project
road and have also seen the opening
of 3 new roundabouts at Slieverue,
Newrath and also the Quarry
Roundabout on the N24 route.
Over the past few months the
following structure related activities
have taken place on the North side,
the Grannagh Junction-N9 Viaducts
have seen the construction of all
27 No. concrete columns to their
finished level and in the past few
weeks the installation of the large
steel girders which will span
154metres from the East Abutment
to West Abutment, supported by
these 27 No. columns. These viaducts
when finished will consist of the
mainline which will accommodate 4
lanes of traffic and also 2 slip roads
which will take traffic to and from
both the Mainline and Grannagh
Junction Roundabout both East and
West respectively.
Apart from the Grannagh Junction-
N9 Viaducts, the Newrath Link-
Existing N9 under bridge which will
take traffic North and South over the
existing N9 Link has seen the
completion of both abutments and
also the installation of the precast
concrete beams spanning from each
abutment over the existing N9 Link.
The construction of the Grannagh
Junction-N9 Viaducts and Newrath
Link- Existing N9 under bridge has
led to a major diversion being put in
place for the coming months which
sees a 200m section of the existing
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N9 closed between the Grannagh Junction and the turn
off for Kilmacow, traffic is now diverted via the new Ferry
Under pass which has been opened temporarily, to the
N24 and back along the Quarry Link to the existing N9.
Also in the past few weeks one lane of the proposed
Newrath Section 2 in the Sally park area has opened up to
traffic to allow for the construction of the second lane,
furthermore work is almost complete on the Dunkitt
Road over bridge and will be accommodating live traffic in
the coming weeks and also work has been completed on
The Blackwater River Bridge which is one of our biggest
structures and in the future will carry traffic over the
Blackwater River on the new N9 Link.
On the South side of the River Suir, work has continued on
the Whelansbridge River Crossing which spans over
Whelan’s stream at Kilmeadan Village near the start of
the Bypass. Since our last issue work on this 198 metre, 6
span bridge, has seen the installation of the precast
crossed heads which are supporting the 77 No. bridge
beams that have also been installed. In the past month
pouring of concrete to the deck has commenced and the
deck is expected to be completed in the coming months.
Elsewhere on the South side works have continued on the
Bawnfune Over bridge which takes traffic over the new
Mainline and this has been temporarily opened to traffic
and is due for completion in the coming months, work has
also commenced on the Kilmeaden Road Over bridge in
the last 2 months and is due for completion in the coming
months as well, allowing for the construction of the
Mainline to continue under the structure.

The highlight of S16 (Suir River Bridge)
in the past few months has been the
joining of the two Pylon legs at
approximately 64m from the ground
and the completion of the of the Pylon
Mast to its finished height of
approximately 120m. Also, in the past
months the construction of both
abutments has continued with the
south abutment reaching completion.

In addition to this, the construction of
the structural steel Bridge Deck, has
commenced, starting with the back
span, from the concrete pylon, the
massive steel girders have been
installed followed by the precast deck
slabs, working toward the South
Abutment. These steel girders are
supported firstly at the pylon and then
at different positions by a mixture of
temporary supports and 4 Auxiliary
concrete piers.

In the coming months the construction
on the main span of the bridge over
the River Suir will commence and this
will see the installation of the pre-
stressed cables on both the North and
South sides of the Pylon, running from
the Pylon mast into pre- fabricated
anchorage points on the steel bridge
deck girders these cables will provide
support for the main span and it
stretches across the River Suir to its
finishing point at the North Abutment.
