N17 / N18 Gort to Tuam PPP Scheme

Following the successful award of the contracts in the first PPP roads programme the NRA has been authorised and is proceeding with a Second PPP roads programme with the objective of delivering new road construction with a capital value of €1 billion through private sector funding under a PPP mechanism.  In January 2009 the Authority published the OJEU contract notice for the first of these schemes, the N17/N18 Gort to Tuam PPP Scheme.  The Authority received seven expressions of interest for this competition. The Authority published the OJEU contract notice for a second scheme earlier this month.  The second PPP scheme relates to two discrete sites and will provide for the construction of approximately 16km of dual carriageway on the N11 (Arklow/Rathnew) in the south-east of Ireland along with the upgrade of the existing Newlands Cross at grade junction on the N7 (located approximately 3km south of the N7 / M50 junctions in the Dublin area) to a grade separated junction.  In addition it is proposed that the PPP contract will include the operation and maintenance of a further 33km of existing dual carriageway / motorway and the provision of a service area south of Gorey (subject to outcome of statutory procedures).
